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CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT STRATEGIES

Confidence in the classroom
 
Classroom Management Strategies (CMS) aims to grow professional teaching practice in ways that improve the engagement, learning and wellbeing of all students.  Delivery focuses on using evidence‑based interactive instructional strategies that increase students’ active participation and classroom engagement, leading to improved social behaviour and outcomes for students and schools.
Foundation Program
The CMS Foundation Program provides information and practical classroom management strategies that are designed to improve student engagement and reduce unproductive social behaviour by establishing a positive, proactive classroom environment.  Participants are presented with opportunities to practise skills in a forum that encourages reflection and discussion. Expert in‑class coaching follows each workshop.

CMS Foundation provides skills-based professional learning in managing student social behaviour, focusing on developing:
· an increased competence and confidence to support, engage and manage students social behaviour
· a common language to discuss unproductive student social behaviour and teachers’ own practices
· a shared set of beliefs about student social behaviour
· a collegiate culture that fosters a sense of belonging and inclusion, supporting staff wellbeing.

Workshop content includes:
· practising a repertoire of responses to address attention seeking behaviour including Bump Theory – low key responses, giving choices and effective consequences 
· developing an awareness and comprehension of power struggles and escalating behaviours and practising teacher skills to effectively deal with these including diffusing power struggles
· increasing awareness and comprehension of instructional skills including questioning for engagement, and the skills of creating a safe and accountable classroom.

The professional learning model
Teachers participating in the professional learning will attend three one-day workshops at a central location and will participate in three conferences based on classroom observations.  Teachers must complete day one of the workshop series prior to participating in the remaining workshops.

Teachers – Student Behaviour Management will observe and lead a reflective process based on observations and skills presented at the previous workshop. Teachers will require approximately 30 minutes outside of their classrooms to engage in this process.


The financial commitment from schools is to cover costs related to:

· teacher relief (where applicable) for their participating staff to attend workshops, and for teacher relief to facilitate classroom conferencing
· travel and accommodation where applicable.

CMS covers the costs related to the provision of a presenter and coach, materials. There will be a cost to the school for any workshop catering. This is paid at the time of registration prior to a workshop program commencing.
